Morning exams begin at 9:30 AM, afternoon exams begin at 1:00 PM. All students are allowed to start a half hour early (at 9:00 am and 12:30 pm); you do
not need permission to start early.

Students are not required to be at school during the times when they are not writing exams. However, if students are at school and wish to study they
must do so in the designated areas and quietly.

All school policies regarding smoking, excessive noise, etc... remain in effect during exams.
